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Project Censored Launches “Dispatches from
Project Censored: On Media and Politics,” a
new bi-weekly column

Fair Oaks, CA—On July 5, 2022 Project Censored will launch “Dispatches from Project
Censored: On Media and Politics,” a bi-weekly column that provides cogent analysis on the
latest media industry news, the state of the free press, and the intersection of media and
politics. The column will be penned by the Project’s foremost experts, including Nolan
Higdon, author of 1"#%&" () *+5),$- " .#/#01 and national Project Censored judge, Mickey
Huff, Project Censored Director; Andy Lee Roth, Project Censored Associate Director; and
other critical media literacy scholars and independent journalists.

With this new endeavor, Project Censored aims to amplify critical voices that are too often
ignored by the corporate media. “As the free press continues to be assailed by powerful
forces and corporate control of the media tightens, it is imperative that critical and
independent perspectives break through,” says Roth.

Every two weeks “Dispatches from Project Censored: On Media and Politics” will deliver
incisive commentary that digs behind the clickbait and “hot takes” to cast a discerning eye
on the workings of the media and how it impacts us socially and politically. “We hear a lot
about threats to our democracy these days, but the critical link between a free media that
provides citizens with high-quality information and democracy is rarely mentioned. It’s
time for that to change,” says Huff.

The column will cover everything from the latest media scandals to the attempts by both
government and private forces to undermine press freedoms, including their attacks on
whistleblowers. The authors will bring to bear decades of expertise on media literacy and



free speech issues to engage the public on the importance of a robust and free media
ecosystem. Readers can expect a regular dose of thoughtful criticism and hard-hitting
analysis that exemplifies the kind of critical media practice that holds the powerful to
account.
